PRCA Educator of the Year Award Guidelines
Each PRCA local chapter is invited to submit a nominee for the Educator of the Year award.   
Who’s Eligible?
Eligibility:  Full-time faculty members teaching in a public relations/journalism/communication curriculum, at any rank, who are (financially active) members of PRCA are eligible for nomination.  

What are the steps for nomination?
1. Each chapter submits their chapter’s nominee by the deadline (March 31, 2010).
2. A state committee will select the PRCA Educator of Year from the chapter nominees.
3. The person selected will become the PRCA Educator of the Year.
4. The PRCA Educator of the Year prepares a binder showcasing their accomplishments by July 31, 2010 to compete for the SPRF Educator of the Year.
5. They SPRF Educator of the Year will be announced at the SPRF Annual Conference.

What does the PRAC chapter nominee need to submit?
Submit in a word file document a summary of the nominee’s accomplishments (limit two pages, if possible).  Include: 
1. A biography or curriculum vitae
2. An overview (or listing of current) of classes taught
3. An overview (or listing) of university/college related service or community service
4. List any accreditations or certification in field of study
5. Involvement in PRCA (past or present offices, committees, and programs). 

What is the selection process?
A committee comprised of state leaders (officers and past officers) will assign numerical values to four of the summary areas (items 2-5) listed above.  The values will be added and the nominee with the highest value will be selected as the winner.

When is the deadline?
Submissions must be e-mailed by March 31, 2010 to jennifer@redsquareagency.com (State PRCA president).  In the email subject line, type: PRCA Educator of the Year Submission of Nominee.  In the body of the email, include the chapter submitting, the name of the chapter nominee, the nominee’s job title, company, company address, email address, and telephone number.   Don’t forget to attach the nominee’s accomplishment word file document.

Please note:  The SPRF Educator of the Year Guidelines are following, as a reference guide only.  


SPRF Educator of the Year Award Guidelines
Eligibility:  Full-time faculty members teaching in a public relations/journalism/communication curriculum, at any rank, who are members of the Southern Public Relations Federation are eligible for nomination.  Each state or member organization is invited to submit a nominee for the Educator of the Year award.   The submission timeframe will follow the PAA timeline.
Each year each state organization (ECPRO, PRAL, PRAM, PRCA) is invited to nominate one outstanding public relations educator for the SPRF Educator of the Year Award. The recipient of this award will be announced at the SPRF annual conference. SPRF established this award to recognize an educator who has taught public relations or a closely-related discipline and who has demonstrated a commitment to advance the profession of public relations.
A.  Guidelines for Nomination:
Submit all materials in a three-ring binder divided into the following FIVE sections:
1. Biography and Curriculum Vitae -The biography should be written in a narrative style and include educational and career background. Include a professional “head shot” photograph of nominee in this section.
2.  Teaching ability - Include no more than 3 examples of class assignments/projects or activities and how they relate to preparing students for public relations employment.  Current faculty plan and most recently completed faculty plan should be included in this section.  This section should also include most recent student evaluations and peer evaluations if available.
3.  University Service and Community Service - Include committee and board service both on-campus and community-wide; service learning projects may be included in this section.
4.  Accreditation and Continuing Education - include documentation of any presentations or scholarly work in this section.
5.  Involvement in SPRF/Member organizations.
B. Each nominee is asked to submit 15 photographs - a mix of on-the-job, at play, close-up, family -to be included in a PowerPoint/Video presentation at the awards banquet. Either color or black and white photographs are acceptable and must be submitted in digital format.
C. Numerical values are assigned to each of the five sections of the entry. A panel of public relations practitioners and educators will use these values during an evaluation and selection to determine the Outstanding Educator Award winner from among the nominees. Judges are not members of the Southern Public Relations Federation. The Biography and Curriculum Vitae section is not rated, but gives the judges a clear picture of the candidate’s career and education and allows the nominee to insert some creativity in the narrative/essay format.
D.  Deadline - Entries must be postmarked by the deadline date. They should include

E.  Selection Numerical Values:
Teaching ability  - 40 points
Achievement of teaching goals:
a. One-page written essay (no less than 10-point type with at least 1/2-inch margins): Include courses taught, interaction with students, plans and goals for the future. (Recommend 25 points)
b. Examples of projects: Include a maximum of three examples to give the judges an idea of the quality of your assignments/projects. A list of awards received for teaching, production or planning may also be included in this category. (Recommend 15 points)
University and Community Service  - 25 points
a. List offices held, committees chaired, conferences attended, and any other activities as appropriate. (Recommend 15 points)
b. List your specific involvement in community or public service activities (Recommend 10 points).  You may include examples of volunteer work as support materials, not to exceed three examples.
Accreditation/Continuing Education/Scholarly Activity - 25 points
a. Accreditation: Points will be awarded for Accreditation in Public Relations (APR) as governed by the Universal Accreditation Board. (Recommend 15 points)
b. Other continuing education: Points will be awarded for continuing education activities other than Accreditation including earning advanced degrees, attending conferences or seminars, and participating in professional education. (Recommend 10 points)
Involvement is SPRF/member organization  -  10 points
a. List offices held, committees chaired, conferences attended, and any other activities as appropriate.
b. Career, State, Local: List involvement in professional activities, including career-specific organizations and state or local public relations organizations such as ECPRO, PRAL, PRAM, and PRCA. List SPRF-specific activities separately.
